Community projects give back—and lure
new Members How are you doing with
your Lodge Community Projects? Did
you know that you can enter your Lodge
into the Community Project Contest
offered by the Grand Lodge Activities
Committee? Visit the Grand Lodge
Activities Committee on elks.org to see
what is needed to get your Lodge some
additional recognition. If you have done
some projects, fantastic. If not, it is not
too late to begin now. This is a great way
for your membership to get involved
outside the Lodge. Who knows, it may
interest new Members for your Lodge.
October 23-31 is Red Ribbon Week. This
is our nation's oldest and largest drug
prevention program, reaching millions of
Americans every year. The Federal Drug
Enforcement Administration, DEA, and

others plan activities throughout the
month. Contact local law enforcement
and community organizations to see if
your Lodge can get involved. In addition,
encourage your Members to wear red
ribbons for the month during their daily
routine. Pass out red ribbons to your
schools, sponsor a red ribbon activity,
submit public service announcements
supporting your Red Ribbon program to
local media. Also, during this time, most
DEA agencies sponsor a prescription
Drug Take Back Day. Ask a local law
enforcement agency if your Lodge can
volunteer to help in any way. Now is the
time for your six-month review of your
Lodge operations. Lodge Secretaries
need to give their bi-annual report on the
activities of their office to the
membership. Exalted Rulers, if you have
not done so, you need to submit to the
Lodge floor your report on the Grand
Lodge Session. Auditing and Accounting
Committees also need to review the
Lodge financials and report to the Lodge
Members. Finally, make revisions (if
necessary) to your annual budgets to get

a clearer financial picture of your Lodge
and to make decisions moving forward.
Keeping your Lodge fiscally strong will
ensure you continue “Meeting the
Challenge.”

In addition to other activities, get started
on the American Essay contest at your
local schools. The deadline for
submission is in  mid-December.
Information for the essay contest is
located in the Grand Lodge Americanism
Manual found on the Elks website. Have
your Americanism chairperson examine
the manual—There are great programs
for your Lodge and community, and it
provides ways to interact with others
outside the Lodge, promote our
programs, and find prospective new
Members.

It is good to get together again; we can spend time with
friends who we don't see regularly. Let's take advantage of
this slow return to normalcy by bringing folks back into
our Lodges and getting our delinquent members back into
our Order.

Lodge membership committee chairs can use the many
online resources in the membership tool kit on the Grand
Lodge website. | encourage all Lodge Officers to review
this part of the Grand Lodge website. We can get a good
start with these resources, but there is no substitute for an
active membership committee. Contacting delinquent
members and inviting them back to the Lodge may be all
you need to reduce your number of delinquent members.
Lodge Secretaries, you can give “read” access to CLMS to
your Lodge membership chairs, making it easier for them
to stay current on who needs to be contacted.

Participation in the Grand Lodge billing program is an
easy way to ensure dues notices are regularly sent to
unpaid members. The savings to your Lodge in postage,
paper, ink, and envelopes is substantial. Speaking as a
Lodge Secretary, | can attest to the time savings gained by
my own Lodge's participation in the program.

Thus far this year, we are on the right track towards our
goal of having a gain in membership for our Association.
We started the year with 19,196 members; We are now at
19,818. We also have 429 candidates waiting to be Elks. To
quote Rick Gathen, "Initiate, Initiate, Initiate.”

Grand Lodge has a goal for each State to add 10% of its
starting number as new members. For MD, DE, & DC, that
would mean adding 1,920 new members. We're just short
of the halfway point in our Association year; we have
added about 44% of that number.

ACCIDENT PREVENTION REPORT FALL 2021

Well, it's that time of year again. The weather is becoming
more comfortable, the leaves are changing on the trees, and
the kids are back in school. Oh yeah, COVID-19 Delta is here to
ruin everything. Before | get into some other things, | would
remind you that stress is also a killer. Controversy with going
back to wearing masks or not, getting the vaccine or not, it's
still a personal choice. Your life is your decision, be safe cause
nobody wants to end up in the hospital. Just a reminder, when
things are getting you down or are becoming stressful, TAKE A
TIME OUT. Step outside, take several deep breathes, and clear
your mind of everything except your HAPPY PLACE. Taking 5-

10 minutes will drop that heart rate, and things won't seem that
bad. Do some stretches to relax those muscles.

KNOW YOUR STATE ALCOHOL MANAGEMENT LAWS

Laws regarding business operations, legal gambling, and
alcohol sales vary by state. Knowing the laws and regulations
in your city and state are important to your operation.

Because of continuing problems regarding alcohol sales and
service, Lodges need to know about responsible alcohol
management and the law regarding not serving Visibly
Intoxicated Persons, also known by bartenders and servers as
VIPs.

Every Lodge should have a written policy instructing servers
and managers how to handle most situations that may come
up regarding the serving of alcohol. Rules regarding Visibly
Intoxicated Persons could help reduce your risk of liability.

First and foremost, servers and managers need to know that it
is against the law to serve people who are visibly intoxicated. If
a Visibly Intoxicated Person gets into or causes an accident,
the server and the Lodge could be held accountable.

Recognizing a person who is visibly intoxicated is not difficult
when servers and managers know what to look for. Some signs
to notice if someone is intoxicated:

These are some of the signs of visible intoxication. As soon as
any of these are noticed the service of alcohol should be
stopped immediately.

By knowing your customers and talking with them you may be
able to find out that they are having a bad day. If so, a server
might try to slow down their drinking by putting a glass of
water in front of them between rounds, getting busy with some
task to slow down service, or inviting them to have something
to eat.

Crude behavior
Slurred speech

e Acting loud and boastful
e Drinking alone and fast

e Ordering doubles e Stumbling and bumping
e Buying round after round into things
for friends e Falling asleep at the bar

You should make your policy part of new and continuing
employee training. Also, your policy should include filling out
Incident Reports for fighting, intoxication, falls, anything your
employee did to get the intoxicated person home safely
(accepted or not), and anything else that could cause your
Lodge a problem in the future. All reports should have a date,
time, witnesses, and signature. They should be kept on file for
two years.

We are all paying more for insurance coverage because of
various problems caused by irresponsible alcohol service. This
is a problem we can control through education and responsible
alcohol management programs.

Red Ribbon Week History

Enrique (Kiki) Camarena was born on July 26, 1947

in Mexicali, Mexico. He graduated from Calexico John Loftus, PSP and his wife Eileen, along with Joy and Bill
High School in Calexico, Calif. in 1966. After Buttrill, Jr, PSP, PGLC presented Jackie Phillips with the MD, DE,
graduation, he joined the U.S. Marines where he & DC Elks Association Elk of the Year plaque in Solomons.

served for two years. Following his military service,
Kiki joined the Calexico Police Department and later
moved to the El Centro Police Department. On June
28, 1974 he became part of the Drug Enforcement
Administration. Seven years later he was assigned
to the resident office in Guadalajara. He worked out
of this office for four and a half years and was close
to exposing a major drug trafficking operation. On
February 7, 1985 Kiki was kidnapped. That was the
last time he was seen alive. He was 37 years of age.

Shortly after Kiki’'s death, U.S. Congressman
Duncan Hunter and Calexico High School classmate
Henry Lozano launched Camarena Clubs in Kiki's
home town of Calexico, Calif. Club members wore
red ribbons and pledged to lead drug free lives.

Red Ribbon Week eventually gained momentum
throughout California and later the United States.
The Elks have been supporters of Red Ribbon Week
since the beginning. The campaign was formalized by
President and Mrs. Reagan who served as honorary
chairpersons. Congress officially established Red
Ribbon Week in 1988. Nationwide, it 1s celebrated
annually in the last week in October.
